
GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR S.T.I.  SUPPLIERS
Upon completion of tooling, supplier to fill out form F-7739, (P & W TOOL SUPPLIER CERTIFICATE OF CONFORMANCE), and, packing slip.  

Call Service Tool Inspection Coordinator,   (currently Randy Yasny in East Hartford)

And provide the tool numbers that are ready for shipment. All tools ordered or repaired on commercial purchase orders must be called-in prior to shipment. Only commercial tools are to be called in.  Call only when tools are complete and ready for shipment.

Caller will be advised which tool or tools, if any, are eligible for over inspection and arrange an appointment for inspection at vendor’s facility.

In the event over inspection is required, vendor to have tool print, purchase order, packing slip and any applicable certs, i.e. dead load, F.P.I., pressure test, ready for inspector’s review.

When tools are self-release,  (over inspection not required), make-vendor will be required to mark form "F-7739” in the upper left hand corner with  “STI” stamp followed by date code (-XXX).

Where the first two digits are the current month and the final digit is the last number of the current year.     EXAMPLE:   JUNE OF 1998 WOULD BE WRITTEN…   -068

Packing slip must also be marked as above in a convenient location.

When tools are self-release they must be etched by vibro-peen, stamped or otherwise permanently marked as above in the vicinity of the tool number when practical.  (“STI” IN A CIRCLE, FOLLOWED BY DATE CODE.)   Do not place the “STI” mark on tools eligible for over inspection,

They must be marked with a Pratt & Whitney final inspection stamp.  

Any Non-Conformance Inquiries must be faxed to Kent Johnson in the East Hartford facility.   Kent Johnson, TEL   (860) 565-1372, FAX 565-4852 for deviation requests or drawing errors / issues.
Such requests are to be submitted prior to calling in to Coordinator.  A copy of the disposition must be available for review and a copy must be sent in with the F-7739 form.

Over inspection sampling plan is as follows:


1st six consecutive conforming lots  = 100% over inspect  


2nd   “       “                  “                  “    = 50% over inspect


3rd    “       “                  “                  “   = 1 in 4 over inspect


4th     “       “                  “                  “  = 1 in 8 over inspect


5th     10      “                  “                  “  = 1 in 12 over inspect


Final level  = 1 tool in 16 eligible for over inspection.
